3. When and how will I know the results of my DSA-Sec application?  
All applicants will be informed of the results of their application by email. 
See DSA-SEC Timeline for details.   
 

 
4. When and how will I know the results of my DSA-Sec allocation results? 

Your child’s DSA-Sec allocation results will be released along with the PSLE 
results. Collect the results at your child’s primary school. 
 
If your child is not studying in a mainstream primary school, you will receive the 
DSA-Sec allocation results via email. 
 
 

5. My child is not in a MOE school. What is the application procedure?  
The application is made up of 2 parts: (1) Getting a registration number and (2) 

Accessing the DSA-Sec portal with the given registration number. Parents may 

refer to MOE website at: https://www.moe.gov.sg/secondary/dsa/application for 

more details on applying the Registration number.  

 

6. What is the frequency and duration of training? 
Training is conducted usually twice a week for 3 hours. However, training hours 
will be extended during competition or performance periods.
